Rappel: Ordinal humbers are used to express order (a position or rank). Cardinal numbers are used for
counting (ex. 1, 2, 3...etc.)

Regles :

1) To form the ordinal numbers in French take the cardinal number and add the ending -iéme
Ex: six (cardinal number) - sixieme

2) If the cardinal number ends in the letter “e,” drop the “e” and add the ending —iéme
Ex: quatre (cardinal number) = quatr - quatriéme

3) The only ordinal number that does not have the ending —iéme is premier/ premiére

4) Two ordinal numbers in French have a spelling change:
Fifth = cinqg = cinqUiéme
Ninth = neuf - neuVieme
